Self-directed e-learning modules

Modules cover topics and activities
designed for both mentors and Pou
Tautoko, as well as provisional teachers
and Pia. They include videos, prompts,
examples, and inquiry topics that
support your learning and offer insight.

Webinars

In each of terms 2 and 4 of 2026 there
will be 2 webinars for mentors and Pou
Tautoko. Each webinar focuses on a
specific mentoring topic. Participants
have an opportunity to share concerns,
challenges, suggestions, and ideas with
their peers and programme facilitators.

Regional workshops

Our full-day workshops are designed to
bring mentors and mentees together
in a shared learning space. By learning
alongside one another, participants
develop a common language, shared
understandings, and clarity about
expectations. This collective approach
strengthens professional relationships
and ensures that both parties are
working towards the same goals.

The workshops focus on key kaupapa
that support the journey toward full
registration and are closely aligned
with the Standards for the Teaching
Profession. Together, mentors and
mentees explore what the Standards
look like in practice, unpack evidence
requirements, and build confidence in
gathering and reflecting on professional
growth.

During the day, there is also dedicated
time for separate, targeted learning.
Mentors engage in focused sessions

to refine their mentoring practice,
strengthen coaching skills, and deepen
their understanding of effective
professional conversations. At the same
time, mentees participate in workshops
that extend their understanding of
professional practice, expectations

for registration, and strategies for
demonstrating impact in their teaching.
This balanced structure ensures

that both mentors and mentees are
supported in ways that are purposeful,
practical, and aligned to their roles.

There is no charge for kaiako and
teachers to attend the workshops.

Refreshments, morning tea and lunch
are provided. Travel and release costs
are not funded.

The workshops are facilitated in English
and te reo Mdori and respond to the
needs and concerns of attendees.

After each workshop, workshop slides
and facilitation notes are available for
you to adapt and use in your setting,
whether or not you attended the
workshop.

Online workshops

If you need to travel more than 2 hrs

to attend a face to face workshop,

you may prefer to enrol in an online
workshop instead. The online workshops
cover similar topics to the face-to-face
workshops but are tailored for online
delivery.
